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Profile of Toucheng Town

Formerly known as "Touwei", Toucheng was the first stop when Wu-Sha
(§") started reclaiming the Lanyang Plain. At first, Wu Sha built an
earthen city in the southern Wushi port. Formerly known as "Touchen", it
was renamed "Touwei". Later, its name was changed to Toucheng after
the recovery of Taiwan. As the "first city of reclaimed Lanyang Plain" and
the gateway to Lan Yang, Toucheng played an important role in the Qing
Dynasty and was the commercial center at that time. The Ho-Ping
Street we see today is the best witness to that.

In addition to the world-famous activity "Grappling with the Ghosts", there
are also many well-known tourist attractions in Toucheng, such as
Toucheng Beaches, Wushi port, Caoling Historic Trail, Toucheng Marine
Park, Dali Tian-Kun Temple, Toucheng Farm, Pei-Kuan Farm, Pei-Kuan
